The past participle form with ge- is only used when the
modal is used without another verb:
Er hat das nicht gewollt.  He didn't intend that.

The modal infinitive is used instead if there is another
verb. In this ‘double infinitive’ construction the modal
infinitive always follows the other verb:

Ich habe das kaufen wollen. | wanted to buy it.

Du héttest das wissen miissen. You should have known that.

In modern German these rather complicated perfect tense
forms are usually replaced by the much shorter simple past.
Ich wollte das kaufen. I wanted to buy it.
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7 Reflexive verbs

Reﬂexive verbs are verbs with a pronoun in the
accusative or dative which refers back to the subject of
the sentence.
Ich wasche mich.
Ich merke mir das.

I wash (myself).
| remember that.

German has a large number of reflexive verbs, many of
which do not have a reflexive equivalent in English. In
a dictionary, the infinitive is given with the reflexive
pronoun sich.

27.1 Formation

Reflexive verbs may be weak, strong or mixed. For the
formation of the tenses see 34. The perfect tense of
reflexive verbs is normally formed with haben.

27.2 Accusative/Dative reflexive pronouns
The reflexive pronoun may be either the direct object of
the verb (therefore in the accusative case) or the indirect
object (dative case).
