The present active infinitive is the basic form of a verb
as given in a dictionary, such as kaufen (to buy) and
machen (to make), and is generally simply referred to as 'the
infinitive'. It is the most widely used form and is therefore
the focus of this section.

31.1 The infinitive with zu
Most infinitive constructions in German are accompanied
by zu. The equivalent in English is often a 'to' or '-ing'
form. Note that in German the infinitive is placed at the
end of the phrase.
