W 31.1.1 The position of zu
In the simple tenses (present and simple past) the word
zu is always placed immediately before simple verbs and
inseparable verbs (28.1).
Es war schon, von dir zu It was nice to hear from you.
héren.

With separable verbs zu is inserted after the prefix:
Du hast vergessen, Brot You forgot to buy some
einzukaufen. bread.

In the compound tenses zu is always placed immediately
before the auxiliary:

Sie glaubte, das Auto hier She thought she had

geparkt zu haben. parked the car here.
Sie vermutet, abgeschleppt She assumes that her car
worden zu sein. has been towed away.

M 31.1.2 The infinitive with zu after prepositions

e um ... zu (in order to)
Ich werde alles machen, Il do anything to get this job.
um diese Stelle zu bekommen.

ohne ... zu (without + "-ing’)
Er kaufte das Haus, ohne  He bought the house without
lange zu liberlegen. deliberating for long.

(an)statt ... zu (instead of + "-ing’)

Anstatt den Unfall zu Instead of reporting the
melden, ist er einfach accident, he simply drove on.
weitergefahren.

These infinitive constructions can only be used if the
subjects of the main clause and infinitive phrase are
identical. Otherwise a construction with damit, ohne dass
or anstatt dass is needed:
Ich habe den Urlaub
gebucht, damit du dich
etwas entspannst.
Sie verlieR das Restaurant, She left the restaurant without
ohne dass ich sie sah. me seeing her.

| booked the holiday for you
to relax a little.

W 31.2.3 Some verbs of motion such as gehen, kommen,
fahren
Gehst du einkaufen?
Ich komme mit essen.
